
  

  Jesus said òGreater love has no one than this: to lay down oneõs life for 

oneõs friends.ó  Please note, however, that laying down your life for a 

friend or even a stranger is different from laying down your life for a 

sheep.  Yet, Jesus said, òI am the good shepherd.  The good shepherd lays 

down his life for  the sheep:. 

 

What happened on the cross of Calvary was not a transaction between 

equals.  A man laying down his life for dumb and dirty sheep is different 

than laying down his life for another human being.   Ian Simmons in his 

book Exploding Pigs tells about a group of Chinese shepherds in Mongolia 

who were put in a difficult place when their herd of sheep took it into 

their heads to commit mass suicide in a lake.  Two goats with an apparent 

death wish took the lead jumping into the 5 ft. deep water, prompting the 

sheep to follow. Twenty herdsmen took part in a three-hour rescue which 

succeeded in saving 281 sheep, while another 249 animals, including 206 

goats, drowned.  Some of the rescued animals had to be restrained from 

jumping back into the water. 

 

Remember your mother saying to you something like, òWell, if all your 

friends jumped off a bridge, would you do it too?ó  Well these sheep did. 

Just because some moronic goats jumped into the river, these dumb sheep 

followed right along. 

 

My friends we are those sheep who have gone astray.  We are hell bent on 

our path to destruction.  Yet our glorious shepherd  has laid down his life 

for we who are like dumb sheep.  As someone has said, òGod created 

sheep so chickens would look smart.ó  He is our Savior and we as his flock 

need to bleat out our praises to Him who gave his life for such pitiful creatures as 

us.
